· FY21 Fiscal Update

Expenditures

As of December 31, 2020, F21 Appropriation accounts are where we would expect them to be without any issues with the exception of the Tree Warden’s budget. The Town has many large, old trees in public ways that have not being fairing too well in the recent weather conditions. I am receiving more calls for emergency removal of trees to avoid serious damage. The budget has been depleted and I have needed to resort to the Reserve Fund. The Tree Warden has increased his budget request for FY22.

We have seen three changes in Department Heads this year, that often results in a need for year-end adjust due to paying out of vacation time etc. We will deal with that in the last two months of the fiscal year.

· Revenue

Court fine revenue is down as you would expect.  The Building Department has been extremely busy and has received as many permits in the first six months as was received in the previous 12 months.

It is still too early to predict what will happen for the remainder of the year, but we are hopeful that we will see Local Revenue come in at or above what we estimated.

· FY20 Audit
The auditors have completed their in-office review that will enable the completion of the FY20. When it becomes available, I will provide it to the Board. The Board can choose whether you wish to invite the auditor to one of your meetings for a review.

· Shared Winter Streets and Spaces Program

We received confirmation from MassDot that the Town has received a grant for $20,835 to install solar powered pedestrian-oriented safety signs.  I want to thank Travis Thibault, DPW Director for taking the time to submit this grant in such a short window.
