The Chair called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
Fire Department
· New members of the Fire Department were introduced by Chief Pingitore. 
      Joe LaBaire  - new EMT and call Firefighter  
      Nick Ertel  - new Firefighter
      Joe Avellino - new EMT   
· Chief Pingitore discussed the contract for the new Fire Truck. This is a KME pumper/tanker combination. The cost has come in at $762,725.00 before the trade. Our final price will be $734,725.00. This vehicle will meet and exceed the needs of Paxton for the next 25 years at least.
· (PB)  Will we pay the entire amount at once?
· Chief Pingitore replied that normally you would pay just prior to the receipt of the truck.

· Chief Pingitore explained that there is a clause under section 9 subsection G that states if we do not get the ARPA money, we are not held responsible. This will allow us to go to preconstruction in a couple of months. 
· (KH)  Is there an escalation clause for the rising cost of material?
· Chief Pingitore, No.

ARPA project 
· (JP) The first item that I would like to discuss is the granite post for the sign at the COA. They will be an additional $1,000 bringing the total price $4,500. We have determined that the final location will be about fifteen feet to the left of the fire hydrant on the 
median strip, running perpendicular to the road.
