Items must be at the curb by 7 am on collection day. Recycling bins are collected Monday through Thursday.
Look for your street listed on the back panel to find your collection day.
Paper and container bins are collected on alternate weeks. Paper is collected during weeks highlighted
in RED on the calendar below. Containers are collected during weeks highlighted in BLUE.
If you forget to put your trash and recycling out, the hauler will not come back to get it.

Holiday Schedule
During a Holiday week, from the holiday on, everything gets picked up one day later in the week.
Recycling collection days are affected by 4 Holidays:
