Other Attendees: Michael Pluta, Chrissy Riberdy, Julian Vurtruba (JV), Mark Love, Bonnie Farrell, Mohsen Sadegh(MS), Jenna Perchka, Karyn Robert (KR), Kevin Quinn (KQ) 
(NB) called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm. The Chair read aloud the requirements for holding an online meeting.  
Meeting Minutes  
Motion (RP) seconded by (JK) to accept the minutes of Feb. 24, 2020, as written, vote 4-0, all in favor.   
Approval Not Required (ANR) 3 Camp St, owners Bonnie Farrell and Mohsen Sadegh, to reconfigure lot lines and frontage of two lots, M29, Lots 1 & 1A.  A letter** was received from a neighbor concerned about the survey done for the plan.  Mr. Carlson feels that it is incorrect.  The board felt that it is a private matter between the two property owners and not relevant to the present filing.  NB asked the owner why they are changing the frontages.  MS stated that access to Lot 1 would be easier this way.  It would be safer to enter and exit on Camp Street rather than Pleasant St.  The plan meets the frontage requirements and Regularity Factor.  
Motion (RP) seconded by (RJ) to approve the ANR for 3 Camp St. owners Bonnie Farrell and Mohsen Sadegh, vote 4-0, in favor.   

Storm Water Permit 312 Richards Ave, owners Karyn Robert and Jenna Perschka, for the construction of a SFR.  
KQ stated that under section 8.0 of the Storm Water Bylaw, waivers were requested.  The grass channels work well for the treatment and recharge of the water.  The lot is gently sloped so it is unlikely to affect any abutting property.  The driveway is the largest impervious structure and the proposed work will take care of that water.  NB Please make sure there is erosion control during construction.  KQ  There are no wetlands in the area but we can put a silt fence on the southerly side of the property.  

There were no comments from the public.  

Motion (RJ) seconded by (JK) to accept the waivers requested for 312 Richards Ave, vote 4-0, all in favor.  
Motion (RP) seconded by (JK) to approve the Storm Water plan for 312 Richards Ave. as submitted, vote 4-0, all in favor.  

Storm Water Permit  118 West St, applicant Christina Riberdy, for the construction of a SFR.  JV We have received an Order of Conditions from the Cons. Comm.  The letter from Quinn Eng. was reviewed and each item addressed.  JV will add a note for utilities, the date for wetlands flagging, provide methods of stabilization for swale of the driveway, provide swale flow velocities for each storm and Soil Evaluator information, and a landscaping plan.  
Regarding Stormwater Credit, JV stated that the property is 20 acres and only roughly 2 acres are being disturbed.  The basin and swale will be properly maintained.  Also, he will correct the contour lines and the note for the riprap for the emergency spillway will be removed.  

Motion (RJ) seconded by (RP) to accept the waivers for 118 West St, vote 4-0, all in favor. 

1. To remove the riprap requirement for the detention basin
2. Response of edited plan with above mentioned changes  

Motion (RJ) seconded by (RP) to approve the Storm Water Permit for 118 West St, vote 4-0, all in favor.  
Motion (RP) seconded (JK) to adjourn the meeting at 8:32 pm, vote 4-0, all in favor.
