(NB) Chair called the meeting to order at 7:07pm.

Meeting Minutes 

Motion (RJ) seconded (HS) to accept the minutes as written, of May 16, 2012, vote 3-0 unanimous.  
Temp. Acc. Use Apt. Renewal – 34 Holden Street, owner Robert Tracy 

All forms and fees are received. No changes have been made to the property.  

Motion (HS) seconded (RJ) to approve the renewal of a Temp. Acc. Use Apt. for 34 Holden Road, 

vote 3-0 unanimous.  
Public Hearing Continuance
Spaulding Woods – 5 lot subdivision Definitive Plan (Map 11, Lot 16), owners Robert Clark and Raymond Daly.  

Kevin Quinn asked to continue for more time to deliver final plans to the board.  A signed continuance form was signed by him.  

Motion (NB) seconded (HS) to continue the hearing for Spaulding Woods to expire on August 15, 2012, vote 3-0.    
Public Hearing Continuance
7.5 Pond Street – Site Plan Review and Storm Water Permit (Map 23, Lot6B), owner, John Wentworth.
(AS) Went through each change previously agreed upon and pointed them out on the revised plan.  All were done except for the 6” drain line to catch basin #2.  Proposed was 4” and engineering consultant, Rob Oliva thought that 4” was not sufficient in previously submitted comments.  (AS) Reluctantly agreed to do the 6” line and will revise on a new plan.  
Regarding a Cons. Comm. comment about a tree line near the bottom of the driveway that is close to the property line, (AS) It is not their purview to make an owner do this.  (NB) Your right but would Mr. Wentworth be willing to do this?  A compromise could be if Mr. Atanian bought the trees/bushes, would Mr. Wentworth plant them?  (AS) He will ask him.  

(NB) Went through concerns with the neighbor, Mr. Atanian and he was satisfied with the answers.  They had also been addressed at the previous meeting, but wanted clarification.  

(AS) He will resubmit a new plan with the 6” drain line and also speak with Mr. Wentworth about the planting of the trees.  

Motion (RJ) seconded (HS) to approve the Storm Water Permit and Site Plan Review for 7.5 Pond Street, with no conditions, vote 3-0 unanimous.   
New Business
Discussion on Lots 1 and 2 on Davis Hill Road - (KQ) There has been issues in the recent past about site work at the two lots.  The owners had done some work without permission from the Conservation Commission and that has been cleared up with them.  Asked the PB to allow Clark and Mott to begin site work/construction at Lots 1 and 2 on Davis Hill Road without the Storm Water Permit, which will be filed soon.  He was unaware that the town had a Storm Water Bylaw currently.  He thought the most recent amendment to the bylaw at the past town meeting was its enactment not an amendment.  The owners have a buyer for Lot 1 and may lose the sale if they are delayed on work on the lot.  (NB) I’m afraid this would create a precedent for future filings.  (HS) Considering the owners past work, why should we give them special permission?  (RJ) Agreed about not bending the rules.  (HS) Made a motion to give permission to begin work but later withdrew.  

An earliest possible date was chosen for a public hearing on  Monday, July 2, allowing for abutter notification and advertising of the hearing.   
The board members present signed the Authorization for FY13 so that bill warrants could be signed if needed but deferred to the next meeting to Reorganize so that the absent members could participate.  
Short discussion on the proposed budget cuts from the Finance Comm. if the override passes.  All agreed to use the supplies budget for the cuts. 
Next meeting will be on Monday, July 2, 2012.  

Motion (HS) seconded (RJ) to adjourn the meeting at 8:07pm, vote 3-0, unanimous.
