The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
Discuss Capital items for FY21
· (PB) The Capital Improvement Committee is looking for a little guidance from the Board of Selectmen as to what our priorities are for which Capital items should be brought forward for FY21. 

· (PB) My three top priorities are:

· The DPDW building.  It’s not up to code and the price has already gone from 9 million to 11 million from last year.

· Repaving the center of Town.  It’s a safety issue and part of it will be covered with Chapter 90 funds.
· The COA & PCS parking lots.

· (JP) I agree with those three as well and I also feel that the multipurpose sidewalk machine for the DPW is important as well.

· (JM) I agree with you on all these items.  I feel that we need to do as much as possible.

· Jeffrey Kent from the Capital Improvement Committee was present and stated that the committee was well ahead in the planning stages thanks to the work of the Collins Group.  Your recommendations are in line with this report.  I also feel that the Town Hall and the COA need to be a part of this plan for the future.  We are also still in need of what items the school district wants.

· (PB) I know that the track and tennis courts will be coming up soon.

· (JM) I spoke with Darryll McCall and he stated that there were no Capital requests for PCS because the Town would take care of it.

· Mr. Kent inquired if there would be any funding going into the Capita Depreciation fund this year.

· (PB) Replied that $17,400 will be placed into Stabilization and Capital Depreciation.

Eagle Lane streetlight
· (CR) A request has been made to add a streetlight on Eagle Lane at pole #3 due to that area being very dark.  The additional pole would cost $32.41 a year.
· Motion (JM) seconded (JP) to approve the additional street light for Eagle Lane.    Unanimous, all in favor.       
Land donation for 155 Marshall St

· (CR) This land is wet and currently the Town has no use for it.
· Motion (JM) seconded (JP) not to accept the donation of land at 155 Marshall St due to the fact that the land is wet and the Town has not need for this property.  Unanimous, all in favor.

· (JP) There’s no concern that too many members can hinder the progress of the Committee?
· (PB) I feel that it will work okay with this particular Committee.
