The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
Open Space and Recreation Plan
· Bob Ferguson and Mike Oxford from the Conservation Commission were present to discuss the Open Space and Recreation Plan for the Town.  
· Mr. Ferguson stated that the current Open Space and Recreation Plan will expire in October of 2020.  Without a current plan the town is ineligible for grant programs.  The Conservation Commission voted to become the host committee for this update and to apply for a grant that will cover most of the cost to have CMRPC assist with this process.  CMRPC estimates a cost of $10,640 to complete the plan update.  The committee will be made up of the Conservation Commissioners and well as one member from the Recreation Committee and the Planning Board.  The work will be completed between July 1, 2020 and June 30, 2021.  We need a letter from the Board authorizing the application and the Conservation Commission to represent the Town in connection with this application.

· Motion (JM) seconded (JP) to sign a letter to authorize the application and the Conservation Commission to represent the Town in processing the application for Conservation Assistance for Small Communities Grant Program.    Unanimous, all in favor.       
Request from Police Chief to teach at AMC
· Motion (JM) to allow the Police Chief to teach at AMC.  (JP) second for discussion.         
· (JP)  Even though this is to start at 4pm is there any concern about the opinion from Ethics.
· (CR)  The Chiefs contract states that with the Boards approval this is not a conflict of interest and he is doing the right thing by coming forward.
Parking Rules and Regulations
· Motion (JM) to accept the new parking rules and regulations.  (JP) second for discussion.    
· (JP)  Parking on a crosswalk is not permitted but what about with in a certain perimeter of the crosswalk as well?  
· (PB)  What distance away should that be?  The center of Town has no parking signs on the Congregational Church side but not on the Catholic church side.  If we put up signs along that side, it should alleviate any problems.
· (CR)  I will talk to the Chief about enforcing the no parking area and about the tickets.
· (PB)  Section six is currently numbered as section four so that needs to be corrected and the towing section that references section four which is section six needs to be corrected as well.   
· (JM) We should send a letter to both churches about the new policy.
