Update on Covid19
· (JP)  Reviewed some information provided off of the WHO global dashboard.  The number of cases is still increasing on a global level.  The numbers here in the US are continuing to increase as well.  The state of Massachusetts has dropped to number seven in the country for total cases.  The number of confirmed positive cases locally looks like this:

Holden – 122 cases

Paxton – 33 cases

Rutland – 53 cases

Sterling – 122 cases (higher number due to long term care facility)

Worcester – 5227 cases
