CARES Funding

· (CR)  Over the summer the Wachusett Regional School District inquired with the Town to see if we would have any CARES money that the school could use.  At the time I was uncertain if we could provide them funds that were given to the Town so I checked into it and we can, but it did not go any further.  Recently I received a letter from Bay Path requesting the same thing, so I called the Superintendent, but he was not sure exactly what they wanted to do with the money.  I then spoke to Darryl McCall and they would like assistance with the pneumatic lines for the HVAC at Paxton Center School.
· (PB)  What did the schools spend their money on?
· (CR)  I’m not sure but its all been drawn down and they have encouraged the schools to go to the towns for additional funding.  I would like to see any assistance from us go straight into Paxton Center School.
· (JP)  They are running new pneumatic lines at Paxton Center School.  The venting system is drawing air in from the outside which is good. They may invested in CO2 monitors for the classrooms as well.
· (CR)  We would need to set the schools up as  a sub recipient.  The Town received $400,000 and so far, we have spent $150,000.
· (PB)  When does the CARES expire? 
· (CR)  Initially they said December 31st, but I would not doubt that it may go until March or even June of next year.
· (PB)  We should wait until mid-November to see where we are at and then if we still have money we can help out at that time.
· (CR)  More money was provided to the Towns than I think they can spend.
· (JP)  I agree that we should hold on until we get a little further  along.
· (PB)  For Bay Path maybe we can help with the transportation cost.
· (CR)  I checked with the other Towns to see what they were doing, and Holden expressed that they were not going to give the school any of their money. 

· (JP)  Paxton Center School’s isolation rooms are interior rooms, so they are getting air purifiers for these spaces.
· (KH)  Set up a trailer for isolation.  
· (PB)  Take no action at this time.
