COVID19 update
· (JP) Paxton has moved into the yellow category on the state map for COVID levels. There are some other bordering towns that are also yellow and red.  We had five new cases over the last fourteen days which put us into the yellow.  Six cases would put us into the red.  Being a smaller community, it only takes a few cases to move us from one category to another.  It is important to note that if we move into the red category for more than three weeks, we will need to roll back to phase 3 step 1.

· (PB) We need to stay consistent and be diligent with social distancing and wearing a masks.

· MVP

We have received notification that we have been designated as a Municipal Vulnerability Preparedness (MVP) Community.

As you may recall we did the necessary work last year to acquire this designation.

· Water Ban

The City of Worcester has implemented a water use restriction due to low levels in their reservoirs. As a consecutive system of the City of Worcester, Paxton is mandated to implement water use restrictions.

Effective October 5, 2020 a Stage 1 Water Supply Alert was issued by the Water Dept. A copy of the notice is located on the Town’s website. All outdoor water use is prohibited, and property owners should repair all know leaks.
