The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
Anna Maria College agreement with Paxton Police
· Chief Savasta, stated that there were a few minor changes made in the agreement but most of the language remained the same as the original agreement in 2011.  We had a successful ten years and hope for ten more.
· Motion (JP) seconded (KH) to approve and sign the new ten year agreement between the Paxton Police Department and Anna Maria College.  Unanimous, all in favor.

Town Administrators update

· American Rescue and Recovery Fund

I applied and received 50% of the Non-Entitlement Community Allocation of $259,735. We have not received the Non-Functional County Redistribution of $482,002 as A&F have not received guidance from Treasury of how to distribute the funding.

· Meal Tax

We received our distribution of Meal Tax for March to May in the amount of $5,171.69 bringing the total for the year to $22,897. This compares with FY20 distribution of $17,034.19. Thank you to everyone who uses our Town vendors.

· Cemetery Commission

I recently attended a Cemetery Commission meeting and learnt that the restoration of the headstones in the Center Cemetery has started. The work should be completed by the end of the summer. As you may recall this funding was authorized at the November 2019 Special Town Meeting.

· Sale of Town Owned Land

We are currently working to arrange for the Town owned lots identified and voted upon at the 2016 Annual Town Meeting to be auctioned. I am hoping this will take place this year. Perc arrangements need to be finalized for three of the properties.

· (PB)  Two letters of accommodation one thanking the DPW department and the other for the ambulance crew.

Other Business
· (PB)  Spoke to Mr. Fenton and he will be stepping down from the DPW building committee due to his appointment on the Finance Committee.
